August 2008 when I retired, and was forced to buy a family car after many years of driving 

company vehicles. I chose the X Type Jag, and joined the JDCHR. 

What is your daily drive?  

2007 X Type 3 litre AWD, or Julianneôs 2001 Toyota Corolla 

How did you first get interested in Jaguars?  

Iôve always been interested in Jaguars.  So much so that early in our married life, Julianne 

gave me a Jag keyring as a present.  It took 35 years to get some keys to put on it! 

As a teenager I remember being captivated by the E Type when it came out in 1961, even 
moreso when John Laws, then working in radio in Newcastle, got one.  Iôve since been 
through periods of lusting after Mark 2ôs, original S Types, 420ôs and XJ6ôs, at various 
stages in my life.  The 1975 Rover P6B V8 that I sold in 2010 after 13 years of enjoyment, 
was itself a Jaguar substitute, as Mark 2ôs (my object of desire at the time), were beyond 

The family resemblance appeals to me 
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financial reach.  My subsequent acquisi-
tion of the XJ6 was thus the fulfilment of 
a long term dream.  It came after a con-
siderable search in NSW and Queen-
sland. It saw me come close to a nice 
Mark 2 in Sydney. Others included eve-
rything from Mark 2ôs, an S Type, a 420, 

and XJS and a Daimler V12 Coupe. 

Any unfulfilled Jaguar wishes?  

Plenty! An E Type of course ï preferably 

a Series 1 FHC or a Series 3 V12, or a really nice Mark 2. 

What kind of driving do you do in your Jaguar(s)?   

The X Type is my everyday car, and our family car when we travel.  It does that job admi-
rably, and is a very pleasurable car to drive.  And despite the tripe written by X Type 
knockers, it looks good (to my eye), goes really well when the 3 litre engine is asked, and 
itôs got plenty of room for us and our luggage.  Really a very nice cruising car. Grace, Pace 
& Space!  The Series 2 is a Club car, so it is used mainly on Club outings, including the

Best driving experience?  

My May 2010 trip from Brisbane down to Newcastle in the XJ6, after picking it up from the 
dealer where I purchased it.
