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Rose Farm Visit

We are warned at morning tea that we are going into the hot houses for the tour / lectu
there will be plenty of cool water available, we are advised to keep our fluids up as it is
inside, if the heat affects anyone, to go outside immediately.

It is point
everything is grown hydroponically, all the plants are in styrofoam boxes, the root syst
ported in coconut fibres. The plants are fed by the watering system which is a slow dripy
individual plant. The nutrients are in the water, and the run off water is collected and
and recycled. The results of the analysis then determines what nutrients need to be ad
feeder water to get the best possible crop of flowers. All very scientific.

He then explains about the plants complete with demonstrations, how they are propag
the plant is layered to produce the best flowers, what the requirements are to produc
plant, about the pests and disease what effect they have. He went into some detail abot
try as much as possible to use natural means for the control of the pests and diskase. T
predatory bugs to keep insects under control, air flow and controlled humidity to keep f
disease at bay. By using these methods it is safer for the employees, better fotitbe plan
environment and very cost effective.
